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Erewash Voluntary Action CVS is a Charity, a Company Limited by Guarantee created in 1998.  This means that any profit we make is used only for the benefit of our local community.
We are commonly known as EVA.  We have two major parts of operation our CVS and our Volunteer Centre. 

Our role as a CVS is to provide help, support, advice, information to around 450 voluntary and community groups in Erewash. Help ranges from helping a group become established as a community group, registered charity, community interest company, Industrial Provident Society etc. - to assisting them to close. In between those extremes we supply lots of information about grant funding, fundraising, good governance, training opportunities or available volunteers. The role of the CVS is to act as a voice for our many local groups and we do this locally, at county, regional and local level. 
We are a key partner in the Erewash Primary Care Network and Erewash Place Alliance and on a wide range of partnerships providing a voice for the voluntary sector.  
Our Volunteer Centre has been operating for 35 years we promote volunteering, recruit volunteers for a wide range of organisations. Many of our staff are also residents   Most of the 900 volunteers we support also live locally but we do recruit from outside the borough if people approach us. Our Volunteers provide a wide range of support services including weekly shopping for up to 100 people, befriending about 50 people and our buddy scheme.   We are always looking for volunteers and can find some activity for most. 
We operate from the Granville Centre on Granville Ave. Long Eaton NG10 4HD. 

Training is one of a number of activities from which we raise funds. The VCI Passport Scheme is free training for volunteers it includes Health and Safety and First Aid as well as person centred working and equality and diversity. 
An important income comes from hiring out our lovely premises – a former Day Centre for disabled people. Many groups and public sector organisations use the Centre, and it can be open 7 days a week. Our largest room will seat 100 people – our smallest 3. 
For the last two years we have run a Social Prescribing project helping people find activities and interests that will help them feel less isolated. 

In 2019 we took over the management of the Derbyshire Mental Health Forum which brings together voluntary and statutory partners who are working to promote good mental health. 

We are grateful for significant sums of money from Derby and Derbyshire Clinical Commissioning Group and Derbyshire County Council. It does not cover all our costs so we are planning how we will operate should that funding be further reduced.
